This offers you a

selection of 2,900 truck, standard and house

colors chromatically sorted into 28 color swat-

ches. By referring to the number on the reverse

of each chip, you’ll have no trouble determining

the right mixing formula in the CRplus formula

search program.

These swatches give you a rapid overview of

the various degrees of gloss and textures

achievable with Permaflex.

If you’re frequently confronted

with unknown colors and

want to avoid long searches

in indexes, we advise you to

use the colorimeter with the

Permaflex software. This way

you can precisely determine

any color on glossy surfaces in

a matter of seconds. The color

is determined from the object

or from the color sample and

evaluated with the CRplus

formula search program.
